


REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
April 12, 2010

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]The regular meeting of the Perham City Council was called to order by Mayor Meehl at 5:15 pm in the Council Chambers of the City Administration Building at 125 Second Avenue NE, Perham, Minnesota, all members of the Council having been duly notified of the meeting and the business to be transacted. Council Members Mattfeld, Mycke, Meehl and Johnson were present. City Attorney Happel was present.

Staff present: City Manager Klemm, Public Works Director Meece, Finance Officer McCall, EDA Director Johnson and Administrative Assistant Nundahl. 
  
Others present: City Engineer Berube.

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Meehl requested all in attendance to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance

APPOINTING A COUNCIL MEMBER
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to appoint someone to the vacant Council position. Mayor Meehl thanked Kevin Hennagir and Fred Lehmkuhl for submitting letters of interest and for attending the meeting.

Mayor Meehl recommended the Council approve the appointment of Fred Lehmkuhl noting that Fred Lehmkuhl has served a number of years on the Fire and EMS Departments and has been active with the Emergency Management Team. Council Member Johnson stated he would be supporting Fred Lehmkuhl because of the above noted reasons and Fred has owned and operated a business in Perham for many years. Johnson also noted he received a number of phone calls regarding residents backing Fred. Council Member Mattfeld said that she was also supporting Fred for the same reasons. Mattfeld suggested Mr. Hennagir volunteer on some of the various City committees. Council Member Mycke stated she supported Kevin Hennagir. Kevin has volunteered with a number of organizations and is active in church. A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld, the Council appointed Fred Lehmkuhl to serve on the Council through December 31, 2010, Council Members voting in favor were Meehl, Johnson and Mattfeld, Council Member Mycke voted nay.

COUNCIL APPOINTMENTS
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to make appointments to various Committees/Boards amending the 2010 Organizational Resolution.  A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the following Committees/Boards: Administration/Finance Committee: Jim Johnson and Tim Meehl, Public Works/Safety Committee: Fred Lehmkuhl and Anita Mycke, Emergency Management/Fire/Rescue: Tim Meehl, EDA: Harriet Mattfeld and Tim Meehl, Airport Commission: Fred Lehmkuhl, County Coordinating Board: Tim Meehl, and Lodging Tax Committee: Jim Johnson. It was noted, all other Boards/Committees will not change. Council Members strongly recommended the Mayor appoint other Council representatives to some of the Boards in 2011. 

CITIZENS CONCERNS
Mayor Meehl acknowledged Pat Hollister, representative for the Statewide Health Improvement Program. Mr. Hollister stated the Statewide Health Improvement Program, also known as the SHIP has state funded grants for communities who support an Active Living Community. Perham along with Breckenridge, Detroit Lakes and Dilworth have been chosen as pilot sites.  The program addresses tobacco use, diet and nutrition and physical activity. Hollister noted, he is working with members of the community to promote physical activity through community designs and planning, such as the bike path. On May 4th, a community input meeting is scheduled and he would like the City to co-sponsor the event. A discussion ensued. It was noted, this item is on the Consent Agenda.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Meehl stated Council Members and Staff may add items to the Agenda which requires Council action.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke carried without a dissenting vote, the Agenda was approved as presented.

CONSENT AGENDA
Mayor Meehl stated all items listed with an asterisk (*) will be enacted by one motion. There will be no separate discussion of these items unless a Council Member or citizen so requests, in which event, the item will be removed from the general order of business and considered separately in its normal sequence on the agenda.

On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Consent Agenda as presented.

*APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Council held on March 8th and Special Meeting on March 24th. 

APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS 
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to approve City claims. Finance Officer McCall noted the NAPA invoice would be held for a corrected invoice.

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved City claims in the amount of $2,080,670.14 for the month of March 2010. 

2010 PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF COURSE BUDGET
Mayor Meehl stated pursuant to the Agreement for Management, Council may wish to approve the 2010 Perham Lakeside Golf Course Budget.  Dean Bahls, representative from Perham Lakeside Golf Course briefly reviewed the budget. The following items were noted:
· The green fees and memberships rates were adjusted.
· The majority of the building expenses are included under contracted services.
· Credit card use has increased so the fees were also increased to cover costs.
· A bonus pay has been included in the Management Contract if they hit their goals. Profits then would be split 50/50.
· The Golf Course will need to host a fundraising event for equipment.
· A well will need to be dug in the near future, estimated costs is $35,000. 

A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the 2010 Perham Lakeside Golf Course Budget as presented.

2010 BUDGET CUTS
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to consider amending the 2010 Budget due to MVC cuts. City Manager Klemm briefly reviewed the proposed budget cuts noting these are the same items discussed at the Committee of the Whole Meeting. A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the following budget cuts: reduce capital expenditures in the amount of $88,000; reduce administration operating transfers in the amount of $15,000; increase HRA administration fees and reduce EDA tax levy in the amount of $8,500; eliminate PACC and Golf Course audits in the amount of $6,800; and reduce summer recreation contribution in the amount of $2,000.

*THRU HIM PHOTOGRAPHY/OPEN HOUSE
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized the use of the City parking lot for an open house to Thru Him Photography.

*GAMBLING PERMIT/PERHAM LIONS
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved a gambling permit for Perham Lions and Resolution No. 2010 – 15 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Approving Premises Permit Application, Perham Lions Club”. 

*SET-UP LICENSE
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved a set-up license for East Otter Tail County Historical Society (the Pioneer Grounds) contingent upon all fees and legal requirements being met as required by the City and State of Minnesota’s Liquor Control Board.



*SOLID WASTE COLLECTION/TRANSPORTATION LICENSE
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council renewed the Solid Waste Collection and Transportation License to Waste Management of Detroit Lakes and Steve’s Sanitation of Perham subject to receipt of applicable fees and required information by the City Office.

*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF CLUB INCOME STATEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PLGC’s Income Statement for February 2010. 

*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM AREA COMMUNITY CENTER’S FINANCIAL REPORTS  
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accept the PACC’s Financial Reports for February 2010. 

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE CITY’S FINANCIAL REPORTS
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the following reports for March 2010: Cash Balance and Investment Summary, Budget Summary – Revenue and Expense, Enterprise Financials and the Utility Aging Report.	

AMENDING ZONING ORDINANCE
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to consider amending the Zoning Ordinance Section 26 regarding maximum height of accessory structures. City Manager Klemm stated the Planning Commission held a public hearing to consider amending the Zoning Ordinance and is recommending the following: “In Residential Districts, an accessory building shall not be over one story, not exceeding ten feet in height as measured at the side wall from bottom sill plate to top sill plate, with a maximum height of twenty feet”. A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Ordinance No. 295 entitled “An Ordinance Amending Ordinance 286 Regulating Land Use (Zoning)”.

*ANNEXATION HEARING
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council scheduled a hearing to consider annexing property owned by New Creation Lutheran Church and approved Resolution No. 2010 – 16 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Calling For A Hearing On Annexation Of New Creations Lutheran Church, Parcel Number 51000220166004, Into The City Of Perham, Minnesota”. 

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUILDING PERMIT REPORT 		
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Building Permit Report for March 2010.

*NATIONAL LIBRARY WEEK PROCLAMATION
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized Mayor Meehl to sign the National Library Week Proclamation and declare April 11 through April 17 as National Library Week in Perham, Minnesota.

CITY ENGINEER MONTHLY UPDATE
City Engineer Berube gave an update on various projects. The following items were noted:
· Final paperwork has been received for the Lift Station Project. 
· Bids will be received for the First Avenue Project on April 23.
· Clearwater Estates and 3rd Street will receive their final paving soon.
· The Airport Commission met and approved the reconstruction project.

KOWABUNGA SKATEBOARD PARK/CONCRETE PAD
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to accept the apparent low quote for a concrete pad for the skateboard park. It was noted, six bids were received for the project with the apparent low bid being submitted by Blanchard Construction in the amount of $12,890. A positive reference was received. 

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the low bid from Blanchard Construction, Frazee, Minnesota in the amount of $12,890.00 for the skateboard park concrete pad.

KOWABUNGA SKATEBOARD PARK/EQUIPMENT
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to accept the apparent low quote for equipment for the skateboard park. Public Works Director Meece stated he met with Trish McClellan and reviewed the bids. Trish recommended accepted the quote from American Ramp, the Pro Series style equipment is of good quality and the layout and options were good. Discussion ensued regarding the lower cost for equipment and concrete pad. It was noted, enclosures will be purchased for the quoted equipment and other items such as park benches, picnic tables, shelter, fences etc. will be purchased with the remaining funds that were raised. 

Discussion ensued. It was noted, the concrete pad would need to set for 28 days prior to the installation of the equipment.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the purchase of skateboard equipment from American Ramp Company, the Pro Series in the amount of $25,275 for the quoted equipment; Council approved the purchase of enclosures for the quoted equipment and other park equipment noted above not to exceed funds which were raised.

NEW CREATION LUTHERAN CHURCH
Mayor Meehl stated Council may wish to consider accepting the Preliminary Engineering Report for 2010 utility improvements to the New Creation Lutheran Church and schedule an improvement hearing. City Engineer Berube the new facility will require sanitary sewer and watermain for fire protection. No storm sewer improvements are planned. Drainage for the facility will be handled on site by incorporating low areas and connections to the existing storm sewer system in the area. City Engineer Berube stated due to the current cost constraints incorporated with street construction, the street will not be constructed from Coney Street at this time.

City Engineer Berube stated the estimated project costs are $67,000 with $34,000 for the watermain and $33,000 for the sanitary sewer. A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the assessment information. Two lots will be assessed for the project. New Creations Lutheran Church is willing to sign an assessment waiver. A meeting will be scheduled to meet with the other lot owner.

The proposed project schedule was reviewed. Discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2010 – 17 entitled “Resolution Receiving Preliminary Engineering Report And Calling For A Public Hearing For Improvements For New Creation Lutheran Church, Perham, Minnesota”.  

*STATEWIDE HEALTH IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized supporting an Active Living Community to further increase physical activity through community design and planning and to co-sponsor a community input meeting and approved Resolution No. 2010 – 18 entitled “A Resolution Declaring The City Of Perham To Be A Co-Sponsor Of The Active Living Community Input Meeting On May 4, 2010 At 5:00 Pm At The Perham Area Community Center”. 
       
*AIRPORT RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized City Engineers to proceed with a design for the Airport Reconstruction Project. 

*AIRPORT STATE AID AGREEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Airport Grant Agreement and a resolution requesting state aid for eligible costs incurred for airport maintenance; and Resolution No. 2010 – 19 entitled “Authorization to execute Minnesota Department of Transportation Grant Agreement For Airport Maintenance And Operation”. 

*FIRE SERVICES/ESTABLISHING FEE
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved an ordinance establishing fees within the City; Ordinance No. 296 entitled “An Ordinance Establishing Fees For Emergency Protection Fire Services, Perham, Minnesota”. 

*PALUBICKI LEASE
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved a lease with Ronald and Russell  Palubicki for farming land in Clearwater near the Hospital. 

*ARBOR DAY PROCLAMATION
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized Mayor Meehl to sign the Arbor Day Proclamation and declare May 1, 2010 as Arbor Day in Perham, Minnesota. 

*2010 SEAL COATING
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2010 – 20 entitled Resolution In The Matter Of Approving Plans And Specifications And Ordering Advertisement For Bids For The 2010 Seal Coating Project”.

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE MONTHLY POLICE REPORT 		
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Monthly Police Report for March 2010.
