REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

June 9, 2008

The regular meeting of the Perham City Council was called to order by Mayor Keil at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the City Administration Building at 125 Second Avenue NE, Perham, Minnesota, all members of the Council having been duly notified of the meeting and the business to be transacted. All Council Members were present.
Staff present included City Manager Klemm, Finance Officer McCall, EDA Director Johnson, Public Works Supervisor Meece and Administrative Assistant Nundahl. Building Official Neisen was also present

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Keil requested all in attendance to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING/STREET VACATION
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to hear comments from the public regarding vacating portions of King Street. The Public Hearing was open to the public.
Building Official Neisen stated a petition was received from Barrel O’ Fun requesting King street from 6th Avenue NW to 5th Avenue NW and King Street from 5th Avenue NW to lake Avenue be vacated. It was noted, the intersection of King Street and 5th Avenue NW would not be vacated. Neisen stated the Planning Commission reviewed the request and has recommended the City Council approve the vacation request. 
It was noted Eugene Malikowski and Barrel O’ Fun, the only property owners adjacent to the site, signed the petition request. It was also noted, no verbal or written comments were received prior to the hearing. The Public Hearing was closed.

On a motion by Council Member Meehl and seconded by Council Member Johnson, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 27 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Granting A Street Vacation For Portions Of King Street From The Intersection At 6th Avenue NW To 5th Avenue NW And From 5th Avenue NW To Lake Avenue Excluding The Intersection Of King Street And 5th Avenue NW, Perham, Minnesota”, Council Members voting in favor were Meehl, Johnson and Mycke, Council Members Keil and Mattfeld abstained.
CITIZENS CONCERNS
Mayor Keil recognized Trish McClellan. Ms. McClellan requested Council consider authorizing the use of the alley north of Ma’s Little Red Barn for a demo for skateboarding and bike track. The demo is scheduled for Monday, June 16th at 4:00. The American Ramp Company will take care of the set-up and take down. The area will need to be barricaded. A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized the use of the alley north of Ma’s Little Red Barn/Matz & Grieff for the 2008 ARC Demo Tour starting at 4:00 and a band from 5:00 – 6:00 on June 16th subject to the following: City staff contacting local businesses for approval and contact is made with the City’s insurance to ensure event will be covered under existing policy with no additional funds being spent.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated Council Members and Staff may add items to the Agenda which requires Council action. 

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Agenda was approved as presented.

CONSENT AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated all items listed with an asterisk (*) will be enacted by one motion. There will be no separate discussion of these items unless a Council Member or citizen so requests, in which event, the item will be removed from the general order of business and considered separately in its normal sequence on the agenda. 
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Consent Agenda as presented.

*APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Council held on May 12 and Special Minutes on May 7 and May 28, 2008. 
ADMINISTRATION AND FINANCE 
APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS 
Finance Officer McCall had one addition to the City Claims for the Perham Area Community Center in the amount of $12,166.66.
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved City Claims in the amount of $1,712,975.89 for the month of May 2008. 
MUSEUM LEASE AGREEMENT
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider approving a lease agreement with the East Otter Tail Historical Society for the History Museum. Lina Belar representing the History Museum reviewed the lease. It was noted the lease is similar to current lease, noting references to the remodeling improvements completed in 1998 were deleted.

Ms. Belar stated the History Museum has received recognition for the quality of its exhibits and the number of resources it has created. The History Museum of East Otter Tail County is the first small history museum to make historical resources available on the web and we are leaders in the development of on-line resources. 
Ms. Belar stated the ITOW Museum has completed over 180 interviews to date. Plans for 2008 include: expansion of the on-line access for historical records and photographs, promote mytownhistory.org, continue interviewing area veterans, create new exhibits at both museums, complete the exterior renovation of the ITOW Museum and expand the use of the facilities for additional programming and event spaces. 

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Capital Lease Agreement between the History Museum of East Otter Tail County and the City of Perham.
*ON-SALE/SUNDAY LIQUOR LICENSE/CROSSINGS INN & SUITES
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved an on-sale/Sunday liquor license for Crossings Inn Suites by Grandview Suites, LA Hotel Enterprises, LLC subject to a background check and contingent upon all fees and legal requirements being met as required by the City and State of Minnesota’s Liquor Control Board. 
*BONGARD’S 100TH ANNIVERSARY
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved closing portions of Third Avenue and Second Street adjacent to Bongard’s on June 27th, 2008 for an Open House from 10:00 to 1:00 to celebrate their 100th Anniversary. 
*CLOSING BANK ACCOUNT
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized closing of unused checking and savings accounts at Bremer Bank.
*CLOSING BANK ACCOUNT
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized closing of the PACC Special Revenue Fund (229) and transfer remaining cash balance to the PACC bank account. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF CLUB INCOME STATEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PLGC’s Income Statement.  
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM AREA COMMUNITY CENTER’S FINANCIAL REPORTS  
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PACC’s Financial Reports. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE CITY’S FINANCIAL REPORTS 


On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the following reports: Cash Balance and Investment Summary, Budget Summary – Revenue and Expense, Enterprise Financials and the Utility Aging Report.
HOUSING, PLANNING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUILDING PERMIT REPORT 


On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Building Permit Report for May 2008. 

PUBLIC WORKS AND PUBLIC SAFETY
2008 LIFT STATION REPLACEMENTS
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider accepting the Plans and Specifications and calling for bids for the replacement of the VFW Lift Station (8th Avenue SW) the Barrel O Fun Lift Station (5th Avenue NW). 

City Engineers Jade Berube and Chris Thorson reviewed the construction plans for the lift station replacements. It was noted, both sites will have additional storage and larger pumps. Two services, ITOW Museum and Ghost Runners, will need to be replaced because of the lower depth of the Lift Stations. The bid opening is scheduled for July 14th. The bids will include a portable generator and a control panel as alternates.
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Meehl and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 -28 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Approving Plans And Specifications And Ordering Advertisement For Bids For 2008 Lift Station Replacement Project, Eight Avenue SW And King Street NW, Perham, Minnesota”. 

WATER TOWER UPDATE

Chris Thorson, City Engineer stated he is amending the specifications for the Water Tower Project. The new bid date is July 9th at 2:00. An amendment lengthening the timeline will be added as an alternate. Both styles of towers will have a completion date of October 10, 2009 or an alternate date of July 17, 2010. Thorson stated he spoke with several contractors regarding current costs. Based on these discussions, it is estimated the water tower will cost between $1,800,000 to $2,000,000. By delaying the completion date, we may receive a lower bid.
No action taken.

NO PARKING SIGNS
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider authorizing the installation of “No Parking” signs on Pine Lane Drive adjacent to the two 14-plexes.
Council Member Meehl stated the Public Works Committee reviewed the request and is recommending the “No Parking” signs be installed on the east side of the road, adjacent to the apartment building. Ample parking is available on the westerly side of the road. Mayor Keil stated he does not agree with the recommendation. The owners of the apartment complex should provide sufficient parking for their tenants and guests. A discussion ensued. The issue was tabled.
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE MONTHLY POLICE REPORT 
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Monthly Police Report for May 2008.
