PERHAM CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
November 10, 2008

The regular meeting of the Perham City Council was called to order by Mayor Keil at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers of the City Administration Building at 125 Second Avenue NE, Perham, Minnesota, all members of the Council having been duly notified of the meeting and the business to be transacted. All Council Members and City Attorney Happel were present. 
Others present: City Manager Klemm, Finance Officer McCall, Librarian Huesser-Ladwig, Police Chief Nelson and Administrative Assistant Nundahl. City Engineer Berube and Building Official Neisen were also present.
CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Keil requested all in attendance to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.
CITIZENS CONCERNS
Mayor Keil recognized Jeff Fritz. Mr. Fritz stated Special Olympics of Minnesota enhances the human potential and quality of life for children and adults with intellectual disabilities by offering year-round sports training and competition. By sharing their joy and courage, the athletes inspire the human spirit in all of us. Fritz stated the local organization provides him a chance to compete, to grow, to learn and inspire others.
Jeff Fritz displayed his medals he has obtained by participating in the Special Olympics and noted that he has qualified for the World Special Olympics in 2011 in Athens, Greece in Bocce Ball. A presentation was given noting the origin of the Special Olympics and how it has grown throughout the years.

Bill Schaefer stated the local organization started about six years ago and has grown to about sixty individuals. Schaefer started the organization is in need of volunteers and coaches. Schaefer thanked the Council for their past support.

Mayor Keil stated Council Members and Staff may add items to the Agenda which requires Council action.
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Meehl and carried without a dissenting vote, the Agenda was approved as presented.

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Consent Agenda as presented.

*APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Council held on October 11 and Special Meeting on October 29, 2008. 

ADMINISTRATION AND FINANCE 
APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS 
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved City Claims in the amount of $2,307,571.93.
CANVASS VOTES FOR CITY ELECTION
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider canvassing the votes for the City Election and declare results. It was noted, 1,409 people voted in the precinct with 383 new registers and 179 absentee ballots. A short discussion ensued.
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 48 entitled “Resolution Certifying Results Of The 2008 General Election”. 
City Manager Klemm presented Mayor Keil and Council Members Mycke and Johnson with their Election Certificates.

*CONTRACT FOR AUDITING SERVICES
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by council Member Jonson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the contract with Brady, Martz & Associates for three years for their services. 

*EXEMPTION FROM TRUTH IN TAXATION PUBLIC HEARING
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 49 entitled “Resolution Cancelling Truth In Taxation Hearing Scheduled For December 8, 2008”. 
PUBLIC FACILITIES AUTHORITY LOAN APPLICATION

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized the submittal of a loan application for funding to the Public Facilities Authority and approved Resolution No. 2008 – 50 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Submitting An Application For Funding To The Minnesota Public Facilities Authority”. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF CLUB INCOME STATEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted PLGC’s Income Statement. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM AREA COMMUNITY CENTER’S FINANCIAL REPORTS  
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted PACC’s Financial Reports.

*CALLING FOR A PUBLIC HEARING
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 51 entitled “Resolution Calling For A Public Hearing In The Matter Of A Conditional Use Permit For Nick Nyhus, DBA Nyhus Family Sales, Lot 3 Of Block 3, Rothpletz Addition, City Of Perham”.  
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUILDING PERMIT REPORT 

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Building Permit Report for October 2008.
PUBLIC WORKS AND PUBLIC SAFETY
CITY ENGINEER MONTHLY UPDATE

City Engineer Berube reviewed outstanding project.
Eighth Avenue and King Street Lift Station

The majority of the construction has been completed. The pumps have been installed and are operating on temporary control panels. The final control panels will be installed after November 17th. The effected areas will be sodded next spring.
Second Street Improvement Project

The contractor is verifying final quantities and the final payment will be made in December.

Water Tower

The concrete work has been completed and the inlet and outlet piping is stubbed out. The contractor will return near the end of March 2009 to begin the next phase of construction.

Municipal Wells

The piping from the wellhouse to the new wells is being installed. Steffle Drilling has completed the test wells and the drilling for Well No. 8 and 9. Wellhouse modifications will start after the underground piping is completed. New valves may need to be installed to complete the modifications. 

FAIR BOARD LEASE
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to approve the Lease Agreement with the Perham Agricultural Society for use of the Fair Grounds. City Manager Klemm reviewed the 20-year lease noting that it is very similar to the current lease. The modifications include no new facilities shall be located on the property adjacent to State Highway 78, the City reserves the right to adjust the boundaries and one representative from the City Council shall reside on the Fair Board.
Bill Rose stated he agreed a Council Member should be on the Fair board, but disagreed with the other modifications noting they are un-necessary because the City Council has to approve the construction of any facility on the grounds. Rose also noted that it will be hard to make long-range plans when the City can make boundary adjustments and change the acreage at any time. City Attorney Happel noted that if the boundaries were adjusted, the City would ensure the Society continued to have sufficient land to host the Fair. A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the agreement between the Perham Agricultural Society and the City for use of the Fairgrounds with the removal of the last sentence in Item 8.

*AIRPORT FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL OUTLAY PLAN
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the five-year capital outlay plan for the Perham Municipal Airport. 
*JOINT COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT/ FIRE

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved a Joint Cooperative Agreement for use of fire personnel and equipment between the City of Detroit Lakes and Perham. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE MONTHLY POLICE REPORT 
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by council Member Jonson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Monthly Police Report for October 2008.
