PERHAM CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
July 13th, 2009
The regular meeting of the Perham City Council was called to order by Mayor Keil at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers of the City Administration Building at 125 Second Avenue NE, Perham, Minnesota, all members of the Council having been duly notified of the meeting and the business to be transacted. All Council Members and City Attorney Happel were present.
Staff present: City Manager Klemm, Public Works Supervisor Meece, Finance Officer McCall, EDA Director Johnson, Police Chief Nelson and Administrative Assistant Nundahl. 

Others present: City Engineer Berube and Building Official Neisen.

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Keil requested all in attendance to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING/ NOTICE OF HEARING ON IMPROVEMENT PROJECT/ PINEWOOD CIRCLE
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to hear comments regarding the making of street improvements including street and water on Pinewood Circle.  
City Engineer Berube reviewed the background information and existing conditions. The project area currently has a gravel drive and has a watermain that has been stubbed in. There is no sanitary sewer in the area.
City Engineer Berube stated the proposed improvements include a six inch watermain and the installation of a fire hydrant. Private water services will be installed by the property owner when required. The proposed twenty-four foot wide bituminous roadway will be reconstructed without curb and gutter to match the abutting Pinewood Lane.
City Engineer Berube stated the estimated project costs for the watermain construction is $9,000 and street improvements are $30,000. The assessment per lot is proposed to be $4,500 for the watermain being assessed only to Perham Cooperative Creamery and street assessment to each abutting property is $7,500. The proposed schedule was reviewed.
The Public Hearing was open for comments.

Cheryl Wacker, 611 Pinewood Lane, questioned how long will the construction project take? City Engineer Berube stated the project will include improvements near Barrel O’ Fun, but the actual construction in this area would take a total of 1 week, approximately two days for the watermain, two days for preparation of the street and three days for bituminous roadway work. Access to and from the area will be limited for a short period of time.
No one else appeared for or against the project. The Public Hearing was closed. It was noted, no other written or verbal comments were received prior to the Hearing.

On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the plans and specifications, authorized advertisement of bids and approved Resolution No. 2009 – 33 entitled “Resolution Ordering Advertisement For Bids For The Pinewood Circle Project, Perham, Minnesota”. 
PUBLIC HEARING/ANNEXATION/RIEWERS
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to hear comments regarding a request for annexation from Jeff and Susan Riewer. The Public Hearing was opened for comments.
Susan Riewer, 547 7th Street SW, stated they have been involved with three improvement projects which has effected their property. Ms. Riewer noted they have a stand of trees which are over one hundred years old which they are trying to protect. The Riewers questioned if any more projects are being planned which would effect this stand of trees. Mayor Keil stated he is not aware of any future projects and does not foresee anything once this project is completed. Discussion ensued regarding the installation of street lights in the area. It was noted, the City will try to minimize construction on their side of the street. City Engineer Berube stated the contractor is aware of the trees and will minimize work in this area as much as possible. A discussion ensued.
The Public Hearing was closed for comments. It was noted, no other written or verbal comments were received prior to the Hearing.

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the annexation request and Ordinance No. 285 entitled “Annexation Of Parcel #51000150126001, 547 Seventh Street SW, City Of Perham, County Of Otter Tail, State Of Minnesota, An Ordinance Extending The Corporate Limits Of The City Of Perham, To Include Certain Unincorporated Property Within The Limits Of The City”. 
CITIZENS CONCERNS
Mayor Keil recognized citizens who may have items for the Council. No one requested to address the Council.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated Council Members and Staff may add items to the Agenda which requires Council action. 

On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson carried without a dissenting vote, the Agenda was approved as presented.
CONSENT AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated all items listed with an asterisk (*) will be enacted by one motion. There will be no separate discussion of these items unless a Council Member or citizen so requests, in which event, the item will be removed from the general order of business and considered separately in its normal sequence on the agenda. 

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Consent Agenda as presented.

*APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Council held on June 8, and Special Meeting Minutes held on June 24, 2009.  
APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider approving payment of City Claims. Finance Officer McCall requested a claim be added: Feldt Plumbing in the amount of $12,016.71.
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved payment of City Claims in the amount of $2,202,284.84 for the month of June 2009. 
LAND PURCHASE/STORM WATER HOLDING POND
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to approve the purchase of property from David Wenzel and Vaun Bruhn located at the corner of 3rd Street NW and 6th Avenue NW. City Manager Klemm stated the site would be used as a storm water holding pond. The current pond will still be used for overflow. Klemm noted that the purchase is contingent on receiving Assessment Waivers from the owners of storage units, Big Boys Toys. A discussion ensued.
On a motion by council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the purchase of property from David Wenzel and Vaun Bruhn located at the corner of 3rd Street NW and 6th Avenue NW in the amount of $23,000 contingent on receiving Assessment Waivers.
*2008 AUDIT
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the 2008 Audit as presented at the Committee of the Whole Meeting held on June 24th. 
*ANNUAL LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL
*ON SALE/SUNDAY LIQUOR
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved renewing the Liquor License (including Sunday Liquor) for Pamela S. Honer d.b.a. SUDS, Mulligans, Crossings Inn & Suites by Grandstay and the Station House contingent upon all fees and legal requirements being met as required by the City and State of Minnesota’s Liquor Control Board. 

*2:00 AM LICENSE
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved renewing the 2:00 AM closing time for SUDS contingent upon all fees and legal requirements being met as required by the City and State of Minnesota’s Liquor Control Board. 
*WINE LICENSE
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved renewing a Wine License for Jin Hu Chinese Restaurant contingent upon all fees and legal requirements being met as required by the City and State of Minnesota’s Liquor Control Board.
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF CLUB INCOME STATEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PLGC’s Income Statement. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM AREA COMMUNITY CENTER’S FINANCIAL REPORTS  
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PACC’s Financial Reports. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE CITY’S FINANCIAL REPORTS 
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the following reports: Cash Balance and Investment Summary, Budget Summary – Revenue and Expense, Enterprise Financials and the Utility Aging Report.
*PERHAM COOP ANNEXATION REQUEST
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted a petition for annexation from Perham Cooperative Creamery & Association, scheduled a public hearing for September 14, 2009 and adopted Resolution No. 2009 – 34 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Calling For A Hearing On Annexation Of Perham Cooperative Creamery & Association, Parcel Number 51000100093002, Into The City Of Perham, Minnesota”. 
*TIF DISTRICT NO. 2-27, CLEARWATER ESTATES, 1ST
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council acknowledged the clerical error in Resolution No. 2009 – 25 and authorized the correction from TIF District as No. 2-29 to No. 2-27.
*ZONING ORDINANCE AND OFFICIAL MAP
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized re-scheduling a public hearing for comments regarding adopting the Zoning Ordinance and Official Map and approved Resolution No. 2009 – 35 entitled “Resolution Calling For A Public Hearing In The Matter Of Adopting Land Use Regulations (Zoning) And Zoning Map, City Of Perham, Minnesota”. 

*VACATE UTILITY EASEMENT/TUFFY’S PET FOOD
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council scheduled a public hearing to consider vacating a utility easement for Tuffy’s Pet Foods and adopted Resolution No. 2009 – 36 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Calling For A Hearing On Vacation Of Utility Easement, The City Of Perham, Minnesota”.
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUILDING PERMIT REPORT 


On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Building Permit Report for June 2009. 
CITY ENGINEER MONTHLY UPDATE

Mayor Keil requested City Engineer Berube give an update on various projects.
Eight Avenue and King Street Lift Stations
The last remaining item on the lift station project is the startup of the portable generator and the final cleanup of the construction areas. The electrician needs to install a breaker prior to the generator startup. The amount of work has increased from the original contract amount due to additional service installation, paving and other related items. A meeting with the City Manager and Public Works Supervisor will be held to discuss the penalty because construction deadlines which were missed.
Water Tower

CB & I is currently working on assembling the steel tank portion of the water tower. The project schedule was reviewed. It was noted, completion date is scheduled for October 10, 2009.

Clearwater First Addition

Ottertail Aggregate, the grading subcontractor, has been removing topsoil and other items for the construction of the roadway and underground utilities. R.L. Larson will be starting the underground construction when the removals are completed.
PURCHASE OF A DUMP TRUCK WITH BLADE
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider purchasing a used dump/snowplow truck. Public Works Supervisor Meece stated he has been looking for a used vehicle for the past year. Recently, he found several units which were in decent condition and would work for the City crew. The units were reviewed. One unit was eliminated because it was a manual transmission. Meece recommended the Council authorize purchase of the 1994 Ford L-8000 with ten foot box for $27,500. A discussion ensued. It was noted, $17,500 was budgeted in 2009 for this purchase, the balance will have to come out of cash reserves and be budgeted for in 2010.
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized the purchase of a 1994 Ford L-8000 with ten foot box from Environmental Equipment for $27,500 plus tax and licensing.
RECONSTRUCTION OF EAST CONEY STREET 
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to authorize the reconstruction of East Coney Street. Public Works Supervisor Meece stated two estimates were obtained for this project and recommended the Council authorize Ottertail Aggregate to grade and add gravel to the road. Discussion ensued regarding if this reconstruct would last. It was noted, a total reconstruct is estimated to cost $1.4 million. Discussion ensued regarding dust control. City Manager Klemm recommended the Council budget for dust control annually.
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Meehl and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council authorized Ottertail Aggregate to proceed with laying gravel and grading East Coney Street per their estimate dated May 29, 2009. 

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE MONTHLY POLICE REPORT 


On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Monthly Police Report for June 2009.
