REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

August 11, 2008

The regular meeting of the Perham City Council was called to order by Mayor Keil at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the City Administration Building at 125 Second Avenue NE, Perham, Minnesota, all members of the Council having been duly notified of the meeting and the business to be transacted. All Council Members were present.
Staff present included City Manager Klemm, Finance Officer McCall, EDA Director Johnson and Public Works Supervisor Meece. Building Official Neisen was also present
CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Keil requested all in attendance to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.

CITIZENS CONCERNS
No one from the audience requested to speak.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated Council Members and Staff may add items to the Agenda which requires Council action. City Manager Klemm requested a resolution relating to the Small Cities Grant be added to the agenda.
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Agenda was approved with the addition of the above noted item.
CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Keil stated all items listed with an asterisk (*) will be enacted by one motion. There will be no separate discussion of these items unless a Council Member or citizen so requests, in which event, the item will be removed from the general order of business and considered separately in its normal sequence on the agenda. 
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Consent Agenda as presented.

*APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Council held on July 14th, 2008. 

APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS 
Council Members questioned several invoices and staff answered their questions. The Liquor Store Report was reviewed.
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved City Claims in the amount of $1,739,257.54 for the month of July 2008. 

*LIQUOR STORE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the “Reporting Requirements & Internal Controls, Landmark Liquor” and authorized increasing the petty cash amount from $1000 to $1500 to allow more cash for making change due to the increase in volume of sales.

*GAMBLING PERMIT FOR PERHAM LIONS
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved an Off-Site Gambling Permit for the Perham Lions, with the proceeds dedicated to extra-curricular activities for School District 549 scheduled for September 5, 2008 at the Meinhover Athletic Field and Resolution No. 2008 – 32 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Approving Off-Site Gambling Application, Perham Lions Club”. 
*ELECTION JUDGES
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 33 entitled “Resolution Appointing Election Judges For The 2008 Primary Election And General Election, City Of Perham, Minnesota”. 
*TEMPORARY ON-SALE LICENSE
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved a temporary On-Sale License for the 549 Family Foundation for fundraising activities scheduled for September 13, 2008 subject to receipt of applicable fees and required information by the City Office. 
*TEMPORARY ON-SALE LICENSE
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved a temporary On-Sale License for St. Henry’s Catholic Church for fundraising activities scheduled for September 21, 2008 subject to receipt of applicable fees and required information by the City Office.
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF CLUB INCOME STATEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PLGC’s Income Statement. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM AREA COMMUNITY CENTER’S FINANCIAL REPORTS  
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved accepted the PACC’s Financial Reports.

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE CITY’S FINANCIAL REPORTS 



On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the following reports: Cash Balance and Investment Summary, Budget Summary – Revenue and Expense, Enterprise Financials and the Utility Aging Report.
*MN DOT EASEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 34 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Approving A Highway Easement For Minnesota Department Of Transportation To Obtain Access To Coney Street, Perham, Minnesota”. It was noted; Council approved an easement on April 12, 2004. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUILDING PERMIT REPORT 


On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Building Permit Report for July 2008. 
SMALL CITIES GRANT
City Manager Klemm stated a pre-application will need to be submitted by September 4th. City staff will need to determine the needs of the community. It was noted, business owners will need to put in some of their own money to obtain grant funds. 
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Meehl and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2008 – 35 entitled “Resolution Identifying Existing Community Development Needs, City Of Perham, Minnesota”. 
MUNICIPAL WELLS
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to accept the apparent low bid for the construction of two municipal wells. Chris Thorson, City Engineer stated five bids were received with the low bid submitted from EnComm Midwest from Isanti, Minnesota in the amount of $344,543.00. References were checked and it appears that this company is qualified to complete the project.
The bid schedule was reviewed. Thorson stated Bid Schedule A included re-piping and upgrades to Wellhouse Number 1. Bid Schedule B included electrical upgrades in Wellhouse Number 3. Schedule C included piping to the water tower, wellhouses and water main. Schedule D included wells 8 and 9. 
Chris Thorson stated the Public Facilities Authority will only finance one well. A lengthy discussion ensued regarding proceeding with only one well. Following discussion, consensus was to pursue the project as bid out. Financing of the project was also discussed including partial funding by the Public Facilities Authority, increase in water rates and the sale of property to the Hospital. 
On a motion by Council Member Johnson, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the low bid from EnComm Midwest in the amount of $344,543.00 and approved Resolution No. 2008 – 36 entitled “Resolution Accepting Bid For The Construction Of Water Supply Wells No. 8 And No. 9 And Wellhouse Improvements, Perham, Minnesota”

SKATEBOARD/BMX PARK
Mayor Keil stated on the recommendation of the Park and Recreation Board, the Council may wish to approve the site and the suggested name “Kowabunga” for the Skateboard/BMX Park. Following a discussion, Mayor Keil stated Council would first approve the site and then approve the name.
Council Members spoke in favor of the location, noting nearby restroom facilities. 
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the site for the Skateboard/BMX Park adjacent to the City Garage and Bike Path. 

Council Member Johnson explained that the name “Kowabunga” was suggested by the kids doing fundraising events suggested the name. Council Member Mattfeld stated she would not vote for the name “Kowabunga”. Mayor Keil stated the name does not bother him; it is not an offensive word. 
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Meehl, the Council approved the name “Kowabunga” for the Skateboard and BMX Park, Council Members Johnson, Meehl, Mycke and Keil voted aye, Council Member Mattfeld voted nay.
MEMORIAL TO JEROME BOEDIGHEIMER

Mayor Keil stated on the recommendation of the Park and Recreation Board, the Council may wish to approve the site for a park in remembrance of Jerome Boedigheimer. Council Member Johnson stated they were looking for a park with low maintenance and existing trees. The site located adjacent to Highway 78 and Coney has established trees. A variety of trees could be planted annually. Discussion ensued regarding benches and picnic tables. 
Council Member Mattfeld reminded the Council of their decision not to use this site for the Veterans Memorial, but now we are considering using it as a memorial for Jerome. Mayor Keil stated there were several concerns the Planning Commission brought forward when the Veterans Memorial was discussed. Public Works Supervisor Meece noted the Veteran’s Memorial was quite large and would not allow for off-street parking. It was noted the Park and Recreation Board reviewed several concerns that the Council is discussing. Following discussion, the Park and Recreation Board approved this site.
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Meehl and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the site located adjacent to Highway 78 and Coney as a park in remembrance of Jerome Boedigheimer. 
*ARVIG PARK TREES
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council granted permission to the Historical Society to sell pine trees in Arvig Park and the Historical Society donating $2 from each sale to the Park and Recreation Board.
*USE OF CITY PARK

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council granted permission to the Historical Society the use of NP Park on Saturday, August 16th, in conjunction with the Heritage Festival activities.
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE MONTHLY POLICE REPORT 



On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Johnson and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Monthly Police Report for July 2008.
