PERHAM CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
January 12, 2009
The regular meeting of the Perham City Council was called to order by Mayor Keil at 7:02 pm in the Council Chambers of the City Administration Building at 125 Second Avenue NE, Perham, Minnesota, all members of the Council having been duly notified of the meeting and the business to be transacted. Council Members Mattfeld, Meehl, Mycke and Keil were present. City Attorney Happel was also present. 
Others present: City Manager Klemm, Finance Officer McCall, Public Works Supervisor Meece, EDA Director Johnson, Police Chief Nelson and Administrative Assistant Nundahl. City Engineer Berube was also present.

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Keil requested all in attendance to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.

OATH OF OFFICE 

City Manager Klemm administered the Oath of Office to Kevin Keil, Mayor and Anita Mycke, Council Member.
PUBLIC HEARING/CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR FARMERS STATE BANK
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to hear comments regarding a request from Farmers State Bank for a Conditional Use Permit to allow an auto detailing shop to be located at 630 West Main. The Public Hearing was open for comments.
City Manager Klemm stated that a Conditional Use Permit was never granted for this site and it’s previous use, was grandfathered in. The site has been vacant for over one year so it will need a Conditional Use Permit to allow a detailing shop. The Planning Commission considered the request and recommended the Council approve the request.
No one appeared for or against and no comments were received prior to the meeting. The Public Hearing was closed.
On a motion by Council Member Mycke, seconded by Council Member Meehl and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Conditional Use Permit and Resolution No. 2009 – 1 entitled “Resolution In The Matter Of Granting A Conditional Use Permit For Farmers State Bank, Lot 3, Block 3, Rothpletz Addition, City Of Perham, Minnesota” 
CITIZENS CONCERNS
No one from the audience requested to speak.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated Council Members and Staff may add items to the Agenda which requires Council action.
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Agenda was approved as presented.

CONSENT AGENDA
Mayor Keil stated all items listed with an asterisk (*) will be enacted by one motion. There will be no separate discussion of these items unless a Council Member or citizen so requests, in which event, the item will be removed from the general order of business and considered separately in its normal sequence on the agenda.
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Consent Agenda as presented.

*APPROVAL OF MINUTES
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Council held on December 8 and Special Meeting held on December 19, 2008. 

APPROVAL FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS 
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved payment of City Claims in the amount of $2,786,193.86 for December, 2008.
2009 PACC BUDGET
Mayor Keil stated pursuant to the Agreement for Management of the Community Center, the Council may wish to approve the 2009 PACC Budget. 
PACC Director Nelson reviewed the budget noting that it is very lean this year. Memberships are down about 5%. Discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the 2009 PACC Budget.

ORGANIZATIONAL RESOLUTION
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to approve the 2009 Organizational Resolution. The following items were reviewed: the Regular Meeting schedule, official newspaper, official City depositories, Vice Mayor, Council Committees, Boards and Committees, legal advisor, audit services, engineering services, Building Official, Assistant Weed Inspector and insurance.
On a motion by Council Member Mattfeld, seconded by Council Member Mycke and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Resolution No. 2009 – 2 entitled “2009 Organizational Resolution”.

*PAY EQUITY REPORT
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the Pay Equity Report. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM LAKESIDE GOLF CLUB INCOME STATEMENT
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the PLGC’s Income Statement for November 2008.
*ACCEPTANCE OF PERHAM AREA COMMUNITY CENTER’S FINANCIAL REPORTS  
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accept the PACC’s Financial Reports for November 2008. 
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE CITY’S FINANCIAL REPORTS 

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the following reports for December 2008; Cash Balance and Investment Summary, Budget Summary – Revenue and Expense, Enterprise Financials and the Utility Aging Report.
SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE
Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to approve a Subdivision Ordinance. 
City Manager Klemm stated the purpose of the Ordinance is to provide a procedure for the development of plats in the City. This Ordinance is similar to Otter Tail County’s Subdivision Ordinance and will provide Developers with the regulations and requirements needed to receive approval of plats.
City Manager Klemm stated the Planning Commission has approved the Ordinance and recommends the Council approve. It was noted; the League of Minnesota Cities and the City Attorney have reviewed the Ordinance and also recommends approval. A discussion ensued.

On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved Ordinance No. 278 entitled “An Ordinance Establishing Regulations For The Subdivision And Platting Of Land Within The City Of Perham, Defining Certain Terms Used Herein; Providing For The Preparation Of Plats; Providing For The Installation Of Streets And Other Improvements; Providing For The Dedication Of Certain Land For Parks And Playgrounds; Establishing Procedures For Approval And The Recording Of Plats; And Providing Penalties For Violation Of This Ordinance”.

*ACCEPTANCE OF THE BUILDING PERMIT REPORT 


On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Building Permit Report for December 2008. 
CITY ENGINEER MONTHLY UPDATE

City Engineer Berube gave an update on various projects.
Eight Avenue and King Street Lift Stations
The underground construction, lift station construction and SCADA System for this project has been completed. The startup for the lift station is scheduled for tomorrow. The generator has been manufactured and is waiting for pick up and delivery. Upon completion of the formal startup for the lift stations, the project will be substantially complete. A revised correction and completion list has been mailed to the contractor. The listed items will be completed in the spring of 2009.
Second Street Improvement Project

Final payment has been sent to the contractor and returned to the City for approval. A final cost sharing form will be sent to the Otter Tail County Highway Department for payment to the City after all of the previous payments to the City have been verified.

Water Tower

CB & I plans to return near the end of March, 2009 to begin the next phase of construction. Project completion is October 2009.
Water Wells

EnComm Midwest has finished the installation of the well pumps for Well No. 8 and 9. They have also substantially completed the wellhouse renovations and conducted a start-up of the wellhouse on January 8, 2009. The contractors submitted a 20 day extension request to move the contract completion date from December 20 to January 9. EnComm Midwest is planning on returning to the site in the spring of 2009 to determine why the pressure testing on the watermains from the wells to the wellhouse did not pass. Currently, the City is only operating Well No. 7 at the wellhouse. A discussion ensued. Council consensus was to hold on all payments until they pass the testing requirements.

Main Lift Station
The main lift station has been completed and the remaining parts will be forwarded to the City in February. The delay is associated with a back order on the parts.  A discussion ensued regarding clogging of the pumps. Council consensus was to tell the General Contractor that the problems need to be corrected before further payments are made. If the problems are not corrected, staff is authorized to hire a company to fix the problems and all associated costs would be deducted from the payment due to the General Contractor.
Clearwater First Addition/Perham Memorial Hospital and Home

The Preliminary Engineering Report for Clearwater First Addition is being prepared and will be presented to the City Council in February. The report will illustrate estimated costs and the improvements that will be completed for the project. The layouts for Clearwater First Addition have been discussed with City staff throughout 2008. A layout of the addition was reviewed. Planning regarding the development of the lots and blocks has also been discussed with a preliminary plan to sell blocks to developers instead of individual lots to builders and other individuals.
STOP SIGNS AT PINE LANE DRIVE/PINE WOOD LANE

Mayor Keil stated Council may wish to consider installing stop signs at the intersection of Pine Lane Drive and Pine Wood Lane. The signs would be installed to stop the north and south bound vehicles.
Harold Locken who lives on Pine Lane Drive stated this would be an excellent move in providing safety. The paved streets are twenty-four feet wide and vehicles are not following the speed limit. Also, a number of people from the apartment complexes are parking on both sides of the street making it difficult to get through. Locken noted that the apartments provide sufficient off-street parking and questioned why they are parking on the street.
A lengthy discussion ensued regarding where the stop signs should be located; stopping the north/south bound vehicles or stopping the east/west bound vehicles. Mayor Keil recommended stopping the east/west bound vehicles because they are less traveled. Council Member Mattfeld stated trees and shrubs are blocking the view traveling south, she recommended the north/south bound vehicles be stopped. Council Member Mycke also recommended the north/south bound vehicles be stopped.
On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council approved the installation of stop signs at the intersection of Pine Lane Drive and Pine Wood Lane with the signs being installed to stop the north and south bound vehicles.
*ACCEPTANCE OF THE MONTHLY POLICE REPORT 



On a motion by Council Member Meehl, seconded by Council Member Mattfeld and carried without a dissenting vote, the Council accepted the Monthly Police Report for December 2008.
